If you are accepted for the studio tour there is an additional $175 participation fee. An early participation fee of $150 is available
for those whose registration is postmarked by September 12, 2008. All registrations must be postmarked by September 26,
2008. The registration fee pays for your listing (your name, contact information and a photo of your work) in the tour
brochure/poster; you will also receive 100 copies. If you reside in the Phoenix Metro valley and are interested in having your
studio considered for a tour site, please indicate on the application below. If you are an out of town artist you will be matched
with a studio and artists that compliment your work. Also those needing a host to put you up for the weekend, indicate below as
well. A host will be contacting you.
